Based on the limited information given, your task as an employee of the Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS) is to determine which of the following applicants for admission should be permitted to come to the U.S.
Put a (-) (+) or a (?) based upon whether or not this candidate for admission should be allowed in.

___ Khaleel Nehru: has been accepted to Loyola Medical School. She has always wanted to be a doctor, but there are no spaces in India’s medical school for her. She feels that her only opportunity to become a doctor lies in the US.

___Saicho Yamamoto: cannot find adequate housing in overcrowded Tokyo for herself and her two infant children. She wants to emigrate because she desired living space for her children so that they can grow up to be healthy adults. Having recently been widowed, she is having a hard time providing for her family.
___Nguyen Kao Ki: has been living under a repressive Vietnamese government and has faced hardship, discrimination and torture. He wants to come to the US with his wife and four children (ages 5-19). Nguyen is fairly healthy, however, he had both of his legs blown off as a result of a landmine left over from the American occupation of Vietnam (thus his work capacities are somewhat limited).

___Carlos Bautista: is a Cuban rebel who has actively opposed Castro for 30 years. He has worked with US agents to glean intelligence on the Castro Regime. He has also illegally flown Cuban refugees from Cuba to the shores of Florida to help the escape poverty and persecution.

___Faith Morgan: is a Canadian in poor health. Her doctor told her that her symptoms would diminish if she moved to a warm climate. She wants to use her hefty sum of retirement money and move to Arizona.

___Paula Arriga: was twice deported by immigration authorities for illegally working in orange fields during harvest season. She needs the wages that come with migrant farm working and is sick of being deported, so she has decided to apply for legal entrance to the US so that she can legally work for starvation wages. 

___Vladimir Ulanov: is worth US$350,000,000. He was a corrupt member of the KGB and worked alongside the Russian mafia. He is feeling the heat of his past and would be more than happy to come to the US and to bring his money with him.

___Igor Jovanovich: lost his entire family due to the attempted genocide of Slobodan Milosevic in Serbia. His entire village was destroyed and every single family member he ever knew is dead. He needs a fresh start. He claims to have helped US soldiers in their Serbian relief mission, but there is no formal evidence to this end.
