Processing Your Political Service Mission

1. Interviews

a. You must conduct two one-hour interviews with people who are experienced in your field 

b. I attached guidelines for interviews sheet. It is helpful. Use it.
c. These interviews comprise 20% of your grade
2. The Product
a. Caveat: I want to give you freedom in processing your political service mission. With freedom comes responsibility. You must bear in mind that, no matter what means of processing you choose, scholarly analysis is the essence of this project.
b. You will create a reflective, analytical document that details your reflection on your experiences as a political activist. Refer to your interviews as well as your experiences. You have a certain modicum of freedom to this end. 

i. an essay (3-5 typed, double-spaced pages)

ii. a scrapbook (or an online scrapbook)
1. photos with captions

2. narrative text

3. the scrapbook must provide analysis of your service. Be creative but mind your scholarship
iii. a power point (or multimedia) presentation 

1. 15-20 slides

2. narrative text

3. Symposium

a. On the day we return from Ski Week, we will have a political service symposium. All students will prepare a semi-formal presentation of their work. This presentation will be reflective and informative.
